KCSIE sets out the legal duties you must follow to
safeguard and promote the welfare of children and
young people under the age of 18 in schools and
colleges. It is your responsibility to read part 1 of
this guidance.

WHAT TO DO IF YOU HAVE CONCERNS ABOUT A
CHILD:

If you have a concern that a child is being harmed,
is at risk of harm, or you receive a disclosure
(intentionally or unintentionally) you must report it
to a member of the safeguarding team
immediately.

WHAT TO DO IF YOU HAVE CONCERNS ABOUT A
MEMBER OF STAFF

All concerns about staff must be reported to the
head teacher. If your concern is about the head
teacher then report your concerns to the chair of
The Local Academy Council (Cathy Brown —
cbrown@tmet.uk) or the Local Authority
Designated Officer (LADO) on 0116 4542440.

The NSPCC whistleblowing helpline is available for
anyone who does not feel able to raise concerns
regarding child protection failures within the school.
